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Venetian Blinds

• Slats – made from chromatised and enamelled special
aluminium alloy, the paint coating will not peel, corrode,
chalk, fade or lose its brightness. 

• A wide range of colours is available

• Head & Bottom Rails - Roll formed from stove enamelled
band steel the head-rail is U-shaped (40mm wide and
36.5mm high) and neatly contains all the operating
mechanisms.

• The bottom rail has a tubular section for extra rigidity and
strength; like the headrail it is available in aluminium for use
in areas with a high corrosion risk

• Operating Mechanisms – The tilt rod is a galvanised steel
extrusion of 5mm square cross section. 

• Tilt rolls are made from high density polythene and support
brackets from polyamide. The latter are fitted with polished
metal rollers for smooth, snag free lift and lower operation.

• The slat angle is controlled either by an acrylic wand or tilt
cords, both operating through a geared tilt mechanism.

• The monocontrol blind has one control to effect the raising,
lowering and tilting operation.

• Continuous operation of the control (endless cord or crank
handle) in one direction will raise or lower the blind with the
slats in the closed position. Reversing the direction of
operation when the blind is fully lowered or at any
intermediate height, will then allow the slat to be set at the
angle required.

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Vertical Blinds

Inherently Flame Retardant Fabric

When supplying soft furnishings you should be aware that all fabric used is FLAME RETARDANT,(except in certain circumstances).

When advising customers about the type of fabric, we recommend that they use INHERENTLY FLAME RETARDANT fabric.

This means that the retardancy to flame is woven into the cloth, which gives distinct benefits over fabric that has to be treated.

These advantages : Regardless of how many times INHERENTLY FLAME RETARDANT fabric is washed or dry-cleaned it will
always retain its flame retardancy.

With cotton, after a number of times the fabric has been laundered it loses its flame retardancy, this then should be re-treated
which may result in an additional cost. Also if this process is repeated, the chemical used will degrade the fibres of the cloth thus
reducing it’s life span.

If severe soiling has occurred INHERENTLY FLAME RETARDANT fabric can be washed up to 71ºC with minimum shrinkage
(however it would not be wise to wash cotton fabric at this temperature).

After the washing process has been completed INHERENTLY FLAME RETARDANT fabric requires lesspressing, in some cases that
means no ironing may be required.
